Minibuses 

We offer a range of standard and accessible minibuses with 
14 – 16 seats. The accessible minibuses have handrails and 
low step access, as well as a powered lift to assist wheelchair 
users onto the vehicle without having to get out of a wheelchair. 
Most of the accessible vehicles can accommodate up to 2 
wheelchair users at a time but bear in mind that for every 
wheelchair secured into the vehicle, seats will need to be 
removed to make space.

MiDAS Training
Minibus Driver Awareness Scheme 
Training is designed to enhance minibus 
driving standards and promote the safer 
operation of minibuses. It is policy that 
anyone driving a Westway CT vehicle 
must hold a valid MiDAS Certificate. We 
offer regular MiDAS Training sessions. 

Transit Van 

We also have a high-top transit van available to members.  
This van has internal panelling for added safety and three  
seats (including driver).
